2nd Generation Dress Guidelines for Workshop

GUYS AND GIRLS 

Any pants, jeans or cargo pants which are in good condition 

Loose fitting t-shirts, long-sleeve shirts and sweaters - long enough to cover midriff when arms are raised

Sweats, sports pants, or shorts

Hats, gloves 

Warm coats, rain jackets

Boots and shoes in good repair

We strongly encourage wearing our Church activity related T-shirts/sweatshirts

HAIR:  Must be neat and clean and combed so it does not hang in the face

MAY NOT BE WORN :

Midriff T-shirts, muscle tees, tank tops, spaghetti straps, halter tops, tube tops

Excessively short shorts or skirts

Tight or revealing clothing of any kind

Excessively baggy or low riding pants, or boxers showing

Clothing which is in bad condition or a state of disrepair

Shirts with offensive artwork or negative messages printed on them 

Two piece, high cut thigh or excessively low cut top, swimsuits

We appreciate everyone's cooperation.  Unfortunately, if you choose not to adhere to these standards you will get one opportunity to correct your mistake.  Second time, we’ll issue you clothing and/or provide consequences, up to and including sending you home.
